SCRIPT A: "More Than a Directory"
DIRECTION: Trish to camera, confident and warm. Best filmed at the Chamber office or at a local business. Steady shot, good lighting.

[HOOK — first 3 seconds]
"Business owners in the Central Valley — there is a brand new resource for you, and it won’t cost you a dime."
[BODY]
"I’m Trish Christensen, President and CEO of the Modesto Chamber of Commerce, and I am thrilled to share that we are a founding partner of North Valley Biz Connect — a regional marketplace connecting businesses across Stanislaus, San Joaquin, and Merced counties.
Now, I want to be clear — this is not another business directory. This is a place where businesses find each other, request services from one another, send messages, post events and promotions, list job openings, and subscribe to updates from businesses they want to follow.
It’s available in thirteen languages, it’s built for our community, and it is completely free — fully funded through a regional grant from North Valley Thrive."
[CTA — direct and confident]
"Visit northvalleybizconnect.com and get your business listed. It takes about five minutes. Your next customer or your next business partner may already be looking for you."
COACHING NOTES:
· The hook should feel like you’re sharing genuinely good news — not pitching. Think: the way you’d tell a fellow business owner at a mixer.
· "I want to be clear" — slight pause before this line. It signals authority and draws the viewer in.
· The feature list (find, request, message, post, list, subscribe) should build in energy. Don’t rush it, but let the momentum carry.
· Say the URL with clear spacing: "north — valley — biz — connect — dot com." Point to it on screen if there’s a text overlay.
· Close with warmth and a smile. The last line is an invitation, not a hard sell.


SCRIPT B: "The Founding Partner" (Shorter, B2B Focus)
DIRECTION: Slightly faster pace, emphasizes the B2B angle and practical examples. Works well filmed with a phone showing the site, or at a partner event.

[HOOK]
"If you’re a business owner in Stanislaus, San Joaquin, or Merced County, I want to tell you about something we’ve been building for this region."
[BODY]
"I’m Trish Christensen with the Modesto Chamber of Commerce, and we’re a founding partner of North Valley Biz Connect — a free regional marketplace for local businesses.
What makes this different is that it’s designed for businesses to connect with each other. You can post your services, list upcoming events, share promotions, and put up job openings. But you can also search for and request services from other local businesses. Need a caterer for a company event? A commercial printer? A bilingual consultant? Post a request and let them come to you.
The platform is available in thirteen languages, and it’s fully funded by North Valley Thrive — so there is no cost to your business."
[CTA]
"Head to northvalleybizconnect.com, create your free profile, and start connecting with businesses across the region. We’d love to see you on there."
COACHING NOTES:
· "Something we’ve been building for this region" — this positions you as a leader who helped create this, not just someone promoting it.
· The concrete examples (caterer, printer, consultant) are what make the B2B value click. Swap in whatever feels most relevant to the audience or the event.
· "We’d love to see you on there" is warm and inclusive without being overly casual. It signals community, not a sales pitch.
· This version runs ~50 seconds, leaving room to add a line like "We already have businesses across all three counties connecting through this platform" to add social proof.

· Hook: "FREE for local businesses" or "A new resource for Central Valley businesses"
· Middle: Post • Request • Connect • Grow (appearing one at a time)
